Family Tree
You will be creating a family Tree on a poster.  (Poster is required for full credit)  The purpose of this project is for you to identify who the important people are in your life and to describe them.  

You do not need to base your project on your own family; it may be a T.V. family, a mixture of celebrities, or from your own imagination.  You may also include friends and boyfriends/girlfriends. You will be presenting to small groups.  
Requirements:

1) Minimum of 10 family members. (Max of 15 members)
a) 3 Generations must be represented. 
b) Include  at least one  (aunt/uncle/cousin) 
2) Under each picture, describe who the person is and what their name is.
a) El abuelo.  Se llama José.     /    La tía.  Se llama Martha. 
b) Labels must be typed!
3) On the back of the poster you will have descriptions for each person that is on your family tree.
a) Relationship to you, how old he/she is, two descriptions, and their relationship to someone else on the family tree. DO NOT REPEAT DESCRIPTIONS!! 
i) Mi abuela se llama Lola. Ella tiene setenta y cinco años, es leal y muy bonita. Su hija es mi mamá. 
b) When writing your descriptions go in order, oldest to youngest. 
4) Descriptions will be typed on one piece of paper, and will be separated from one another by skipping a line.   
Example:

Since this project must be typed you need to pace yourself, especially if you do not have access to a computer and or printer at home.  The Public Library has computers; there are computer labs on campus that you may also use.  No exceptions!!!  I will not grade a project if it is not typed.
